On the 29th of November, 2022, an International Symposium on Environmental Sustainability was 

organized by Loreto College, Kolkata, in collaboration with Lions Clubs International District 322 

B1 and Coordinating Club, Lions Club of Calcutta Mahanagar. The theme for the International 

Symposium was ‘Understanding the Importance of Gender Equity in Climate Change’.  There 

were two sessions in this event.
