The College
is utilizing the grants and plans to use the remaining to further its standards and to reach greater
heights. As expected in the field of higher education the grant has been used in all the
endeavours of the College in the direction of the improvement of the teaching-learning
processes, in fostering research, in raising consciousness about the environment and community
welfare, sensitization towards women’s issues and in making students capable of a global
academic standard.  New courses have been introduced and a few which are in the pipeline will
begin as the building structure is completed. Observations made, reveal; that students do and are
able to fit themselves in various employments worldwide and show, high competency. The
faculty members show interest in research activities guiding research at the UG Level and in the
organization of events by inviting eminent academicians as guest lecturers all the high standards
are achievable with an efficient network of associations towards the mission of being and doing
well for the students.

Loreto College opted for the 3rd Cycle of Accreditation by NAAC during the academic years 2011-
2013. This exercise was challenging and growthful. Loreto College was awarded an ‘A’ Grade in
the 3rd Cycle of Accreditation with CGPA of 3.26 on a 4 point scale.

The Student Council assumes leadership in the college at an Investiture Ceremony. The Student
Council works hand in hand with the management to ensure the smooth running of college
activities.

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During the year 2015-2016 the college concentrated on building up the academic front
supporting and encouraging its pupils to strive for excellence.

HUMAN RIGHTS DEPARTMENT

The Department of Human Rights was set up to educate and train young minds to be aware,
competent, liberal and progressive minded individuals with an abiding faith in the country’s
democratic institution. Human Rights was introduced as an Elective General Subject at
undergraduate level by under University of Calcutta in the year 2005. In fact, Loreto College was
the first college to offer Human Rights in B.A/ B.Sc. undergraduate studies.

The Department of Human Rights is a department run by one- staff member. For the period
2015-2016, Ms. Druhi Dasgupta has been in-charge of the Department. She has also been
assigned as the Coordinator of UGC approved Human Rights and Empowerment Course which
runs as an enrichment course. Under this course, students enrolled are mandated to achieve 100
hours in one academic year. Currently, Third Batch of first year undergraduate students have
been enrolled and have completed 72 hours so far.

Achievements of the Department

According to B.A/B.Sc. Part I Honours Examination 2015, the highest marks secured by 2 students
was 84% in Paper I. Students secured a First Class (marks ranging from 60% to 80%). Indeed, it is a
pride moment for the Department!

According to B.A/B.Sc. Part II Honours Examination, 2015, the highest mark secured in Paper II
was 62% whereas the highest marks secured in Paper III was 55%. The expected outcome of
second year results will be better with concentrated effort.

To support the teaching, learning and research activities of the College by providing information
resources in an appropriate range of formats, suitable study space and facilities for individuals and
groups, and efficient user-focused services, thereby enabling the development of empowered women
through self-learning.

Loreto College Library provides to its users a lasting contact with a storehouse of knowledge. It is a fully
equipped lending library providing information to all who wish to pursue self-learning.

The library holds material covering a wide range of subjects, larger part of which is in English, although an
important part of it covers literature in Bengali, Hindi as well as some European languages.

Both lending and reference documents are arranged in the numerical sequence of the Dewey Decimal
Classification System 21st edition.

Membership is open to all staff members and students of Loreto College, Kolkata. Past pupils pursuing
higher studies are also allowed access with special permission from the Principal and on payment of a
nominal fee. Members of the Community of Loreto nuns are special members of the Library. Retired
teachers too are borrowing members.

Jubilee Grant

The college gratefully acknowledges the contribution of the University Grants Commission, as
Jubilee Grant towards the vertical extension of the college building. The classrooms thus
constructed will enable the commencement of the Masters Course in English as envisaged from
the 10 year future plan during the Centenary of the college. The fund having been exhausted for
the sum of Rs. 50, 000/-, the Utilization Certificate has been submitted.

The B.Ed. Department

The B.Ed. course is now a two-year (4 Semester Course) which requires more equipment and
innovation, enhanced use of ICT and creativity; the college has tried to make provision for all
needs, so that the students are better able to comprehend and assimilate the course and thus
prepare for implementation when they go into the classroom. The 1st semester results saw 100%
success for all our pupils, all obtaining 1st class.

The staff of the B.Ed. Department have attended workshops in preparation for the 4 Semester
Course so as to equip themselves to serve the students. The finer details recommended in these
workshops are noted and conveyed to the students. Several meetings of the teachers of the
department have been held so that information gained is shared among the faculty.

The Value Education classes taken by the member of the management helps students to sustain
the values imbibed through work, observation and practice for a long time to come. Assemblies
organized by the trainees prepare them for the Special Activities sessions. The use of ‘Smart
Board’ especially by the Method teachers is attuned to the times. The preparation of the Wall
Magazine has highlighted students’ creativity and independent thinking.

Career-Oriented Certificate Course (COC)

A UGC–approved Career-Oriented Certificate Course (COC) on Human Rights and Empowerment
had been taken up by the Department of Human Rights. This enrichment course has commenced
during the academic session 2013- 2014.

The course runs twice a week. First year students who are enrolled complete 100 hours to obtain
a certificate. The students are appraised of current human rights’ situation in their surroundings
and hence inculcate a sense of justice; they learn the nature and the meaning of human rights,
how it was developed, what the broad categories of human rights are, human rights standards
and human rights protection. The students are exposed to a wider perspective of ‘ground level’
human rights issues and laws available for its enforcement. They are taught important lessons of
life – ‘empowerment’. The pupils learn challenges faced across sections of our society today and
how to pro-actively ‘assert’ for their basic human right.
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The 3rd batch of the COC Course started in August 2015 and a total of 17 students enrolled. Four
Guest Lecturers signed up and teach the relevant portions from the COC Course syllabus. Ms.
Jeeja Ghosh of IICP, a Special Guest Lecturer discussed challenges faced by disabled persons.

The students were taken to NIFD to attend a talk on Economic Empowerment for the
underprivileged. Mrs. Susan Mantosh extensively interacted with the students and discussed the
importance and value of ‘empowerment’.

As an assignment the students gave a presentation on contemporary movements. This was
judged by Ms. Niloshree Bhattacharya. The course has been doing well; each year new field trips
are undertaken with the students and the enthusiasm generated is harnessed towards critical
thinking. Open book tests, power-point presentation as assignments have enabled assessment
and evaluation.

Introduction of New Courses

Fashion Design Enrichment Course (24 hours) was successfully completed under the guidance of
Rapheal Mantosh. It concluded with an exhibition, on the Reunion Day, February 2016. The
students were taken on a visit to the NIFD; this was inspiring and informative.
