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In the course of the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, authors began to distinguish a
faculty that proclaimed the judgement on and enjoyment of the beautiful as its specific
concern. It is in fact the term ‘taste’ that, in the majority of European languages, takes on
a metaphorically opposite and additional sense to indicate this special form of knowledge.
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
